1. Summary Job Description 

 

The position is responsible for the development, selection and management of the Pacific Oceania Fed Cup Team to 

improve their performance at Fed Cup level. The core function will be providing fitness and other guidance in the 

months leading up to Fed Cup Competition. Then during the event to provide coaching in an environment where the 

players can fully develop their potential and to place the Fed Cup Team in a winning position.  

2. Main Duties and Responsibilities 

Summary  

• Manage and coach the Fed Cup Team (Players) at any Tie held throughout the year. In 2017 there will be only 1 

Tie, so period abroad would be approximately 7-10 days, likely to be February 2017. 

• Assist select the team and make recommendations to the OTF Executive 

• Support the Fed Cup players throughout the year and maintain communication between Ties 

• Team Preparation, training and motivation for Fed Cup Ties. 

• Some Fed Cup related media and PR requirements 

• Represent Pacific Oceania at ITF Fed Cup Meetings preceding Ties 

• Develop a yearly Fed Cup Plan including goals for the team and individual players 

• Submit a report within 14 days of any Tie outlining the team performance and progress
